BUCKS RESIDENTS FOR RESPONIBLE AIRPORT MANAGEMENT 
AND LOWER MAKEFIELD TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS MOVE TO 
AIRPORT LITGATION. 

Bucks Residents for Responsible Airport Management (BRRAM), in conjunction with Lower 

Makefield Township (LMT), have ended a year-long attempt to mediate a mutually reasonable 

settlement with the FAA under the direction of the United States Court of Appeals, 3rd Circuit, 

Philadelphia, PA. The Federal Aviation Administration's (FAA) approval of Trenton-Mercer 

Airport's (TIN) Terminal Enhancement Project, which was proposed in 1998 and approved in 

2006, is now entering the litigation phase. 

Bucks Residents for Responsible Airport Management (BRRAM) has been actively monitoring the 

operations and expansions of the Trenton-Mercer Airport for over a decade. In June, 2006, 

BRRAM and LMTchallenged the Federal Aviation Administration's (FAA) Finding of No 

Significant Impact Record (FaNS!) decision. BRRAM and LMT requested, based upon the original 

scoping of the project and the continued activities at the airport, a more comprehensive 

Environmental Impact Statement (EIS). An EIS would provide a more in-depth evaluation of the 

direction of the airport, analyze the need for the project, cumulatively evaluate the impacts from 

the airport's past, present, and foreseeable future actions, and develop and implement a reasonable 

plan of mitigation to minimize the current, as well as future, socio-economic and environmental 

impacts to airport neighbors.
