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able to build a terminal until we get the big, reputable airlines."
 

If it sounds like a Catch-22, it's because it is. Both the Democratic
 
administration and the former Republican administration agreed on
 
one thing: It's time to build a new terminal. But through the years,
 
anti-terminal advocates have blocked the plans.
 

"People envision huge jet planes flying through," Watson said. "And
 
that's just not the case. These new aircraft are so quiet, you can
 
barely hear them take off. We've just had a lot of negative publicity,
 
a lot of political pushback. We just have to find the right recipe. We
 
are committed to bringing 50-passenger jets here."
 

In the meantime, travelers heading to the Boston area have a close
 
and inexpensive option, and corporate clients - including Fortune
 
500 companies like Pfizer, Merck, and Johnson & Johnson - have
 
a local airport to call their own.
 

"I see a bright future for Trenton-Mercer Airport," Watson said.
 
"We're going to get a sustainable airline here."
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
